Norms for empanelment of private sector banks to conduct government business including management of surplus funds has been revised as follows :-   

1.     Bank should a minimum net worth of Rs. 500 crores.

2. There should be continuous profitability for the last 5 years and if a bank is less than 5 years old, then there should be profitability since its inception.

3. Minimum capital to Risk Asset Ratio (CRAR) should be  10%.

Net NPA should not be more than 5% of net advances.

5. At least 20 branches in the state and 10 branches in rural areas.

Achievement of at least 75% of the national goals in at least 8 of 9 indicators of National goal.

The empanelment once given will be valid for 3 years.  For continuation of empanelment of any bank it will be mandatory to have following conditions fulfilled:-

1. Minimum net worth of Rs. 500 crore.

2. At least 20 branches in the state and at least 10 branches in rural area.

3. At least 50% credit deposit ratio in Haryana.

4. Achievement of at least 75% of the national goals in at least 8 of 9 indicators.

5. Achievement of at least 75% in at least 90% of government related loaning schemes.

After de-empanelment, request of private sector banks will be reconsidered after 2 years gap from the date of de-empanelment.

Government departments/ agencies will withdraw the government deposits/ government business from de-empanelled bank at the end of the maturity/contract period, preferably within a year from the date of de-empanelment.
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
